In 1987 the Board was informed that Blyth was to become a 
‘First Aid’ Post -- losing acute, obstetrics and nursing home 
facilities. 

In 1988 a public meeting held in the Blyth Hall was attended 
by 400 adults. 

The Health Commission Office was picketed by residents of 
Laura, Blyth and Tailem Bend on 22 July 1988.   

In 1991 the Blyth Hospital had 5 acute beds and 15 nursing- 
home- style beds, having lost any obstetrics and theatre 
work.
